RSE

Families and relationships

Our first topic in Y1 is ‘Families and Relationships’. We will be
exploring how families can be different and the
characteristics and impact of positive friendships. We will be
learning that issues can be overcome, people show feelings
differently and that stereotyping is unfair.

Health and wellbeing

Our next RSE topicin Y1 is ‘ Health and wellbeing’. We spend
time exploring personal qualities, strategies to manage
feelings and the impact of sleep and relaxation on our

wellbeing. We also look at the importance of hand washing
and sun protection and identifying and dealing with allergic
reactions.
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Music

During the first half of the term our Music unit is called ‘My
Musical Heartbeat’ Every piece of music has a heartbeat - a

musical heartbeat. In music, we call it the 'pulse' or the 'beat' of

the music. We will be listening and singing to the music and
songs, trying to find and keep the pulse or steady beat
together. We might march, clap or sway in time - finding a
movement that helps you to keep the beat.

Then our Music unit is called ‘Dance, sing and play’. The
children will learn how music is made up of long and short
sounds called ‘rhythm’ and high and low sounds that we call
‘pitch’. As we dance, sing, and play instruments with the music
in this unit, we will explore these sounds and how they work
together.
